Extract from the Higher Education Ordinance, Ch 6 (SFS 2006:1053)

Section 46 The opponent is entitled to be present at the meetings of the evaluation committee and participate in the deliberations but not in the decisions. The same applies to the main tutor, if he or she is not a member of the committee.

Section 47 The evaluation committee constitutes a quorum when all members are present. The opinion that the majority agrees on is to count as the decision of the committee. The committee is to decide whether to give reasons for its decision and whether to report dissenting opinions, unless the higher education institution has issued special regulations about this. 

Local regulations:

“A doctoral thesis shall be evaluated with either a pass or a fail grade. It shall be clear from the degree certificate for a doctoral degree that the doctoral thesis received a pass grade. Grounds for the decision shall not be stated on the certificate or in the evaluation committee’s minutes. A member of the committee who wishes to register a reservation against the majority decision may have his or her dissenting opinion noted in the minutes or in some other documentation of the decision, but not on the degree certificate.
